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THE WAR IR MISSOURI.

Defeatof a Rebel Band.

GREENVILLE, Mo., Aug. 25,—Major LIPFERT, of
the Thirteenth Illinois Cavalrywith two hundred
men strong, met with a body of three huondred and
fifty Rebels yesterday, between Bloomfield and Cape
Girardeauo,and after a fierce engagement, routed them,
Thirty men were killed, ifty wounded and sixteen
taken prisoners, A uumber of “horses, several
wagons, a gquantity of arms aud ammuohition, and
their eotire camp equipage, were taken. ’

The Rebels scattered in utter confusion throogh
the woods, apd it is not probable that they will
afriin join together.

Parties of Union troops, thoroughly equipped for
guerrilla chasing, are after other Rebel bands,

Gen. BLUNT has probably ere this engaged
COFFEE'S forces, provided the latter gained suffi-
cient conrage to atop running after forming a june-
tion with RAIN'S forcea at Greenfield.

GREENVILLE, Mo,, Aug. 20,—Since the battle at
Lone Jack, Gen. BLUNT, with a formidable force, has
been pursuing the combined Rebel baund under Cor-
FEE and QUANTERLL., It was expected_that they
would form & junction with RArns ap Greenfisld and
offer him battle, and all hoped that such wouwiu bethe
caee, as Gen., BLUNT had-sufficlent forces to dispel
any feeling of alarm as to the result being other than
victory for the national army. .

The guerrillas wounld also haye had almost their
entire force in the engagement, and with their defeat
and dispersion would virtually end the guerrilla
ralds in Missourd,

Butthe Rebel RA1Ns was not at Greenfield, and
the bands of COFFER and (JUANTRELL fled on. Ar-
kanaas alone promised safety, and that was gained
as speedily as poseible, : .

Geoeral BLUNT having found further pursuit use-
less, has sent his artillery and cavalry 40 Fort Scott.
His infantry still rem+ins in the vicinity of Green-
ficld, where all is at present quiet, .

In Arkansas COFFEE aad RAINS have formed a
junction, and are reeruiting and reargmizlng, evl-
dently for the ]llurpane of furtber depredations. Gen,
BLunt's force is 8o dieposed that it can keep close
watrh ard move apeedily to any polnt reguired.

With theexception of small roving bands, the State
at present may be considered free from Confederate
forces, though they are only waiting for a favorable
ﬂpppriunit-r to again swarm over it.
