takirg of property.for public purposesis very
differént from fts conversion 10 private uses.
All propert)’ lawfally taken from lhe ene-
my or from ibe inhabitints of auy enemy’s
Country, instantly hecomes pubuc,prcpeny, i
Andmust be used and_accounted for as suc
The 52d Article of War authorizes the pen—
alty of death for pillage or plundering, and
otber articles authorize severe punishments
for any officer or soldier who shall sell, em-
bezzle, mmpply. or waste military stores, or
who shall peremit the waste or misapplica
